NEW LEGISLATION

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legislation but rather advise the Peace Officers Associatio!l, the Peace 
Officers Research Association, the League of California Cities, and 
the County Supervisors Association o£ the stat:1s of the Peace Officer 
Standards and Training Program. The executive officer was directed to 
gather appropriate statistics and other information with which to support 
meaningfully appropriate legislation idtiated and endorsed by interested 
professional associations and designed to maintain or improve the Peace 
Officer Standards and Training Program. 

CERTIFICATION OF COURSES 

Supervisory Course 

Berkeley Police Training School, Berkeley, California 

The Berkeley Police Training School requested certification of its 
supervisory course of approximately 120 hours duration. Following 
recommendation for approval by the executive officer 

MOTION by Commissioner Seares, seconded by Commissioner 
Ficklin, carried unanimously, that the requested certification be 
approved . 

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS 

Personnel Matters 

The executive officer advised the Commission of recent personnel hiring 
policies initiated by the Governor's Office. After discussion, it was 
concluded that if any problem was enco'.lllteo:-ed in carrying out commit­
ments made by the Commission prior to the adoption o£ the present 
policies the executive officer was directed to notify the chairman immedi­
ately. The nature of the problem encountered could then be dealt with. 
appropriately. 

Special Request 

A request by a jurisdiction for approval of a reimbursement claim 
previously denied by the staff was directed to the Commission. After 
discussion, the executive officer was directed to request a written opinion 
from the Attorney General as to the legalitv of the claim. It was further

directed that appropriate notification of the opinion be forwarded to the 
department head of the concerned jurisdictcon .
