Kern County Peace Officers Training Academy, Bakersfield 

Pre-service Course 

Bakersfield College, Bakersfield 

The executive officer described the courses to be certified. The Basic 
Course will be offered at the Kern County Peace Officers Training Academy 
which is a combination of the former Bakersfield Police Academy and the 
Kern County Sheriff's Academy. The course is excellent and meets the 
Commission's standards. The executive officer recommended certification. 
He also recommended certification of the Pre-Service Course to be presented 
at Bakersfield College. This course fully meets the Commission's standards. 

MOTION by Commissioner Seares, seconded by Commissioner 
Fabbri, carried unanimously, that the Basic Course of the Kern 
County Peace Officers Training Academy and the Pre-Ser'vice 
Course at Bakersfield College be approved. 

CANCELLATION OF CERTIFICATION 

Basic Course 

The executive officer explained that the Kern County Sheriff's Academy and 
the Bakersfield Police Academy are no longer in operation. 
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MOTION by Mr. Hawkins, seconded by Commissioner Fabbri, 
carried unanimously, that the certification of the Kern County 
Sheriff's Academy and the Bakersfield Police Academy be cancelled. 

1968-69 BUDGET 

Mr. Puddy discussed the budget that was submitted after the action taken 
by the Governor in bluelining the General Fund appropriation of $782, 500. 
The budget is included as Attachment "A". It was stated that the money 
allocated for reimbursements of various courses could be adjusted within 
that allowed depending upon the outcome of the hearings. There was a 
detailed discussion of the budget by Commissioners. 

MOTION by Commissioner Seares, seconded by Commissioner 
Kelsay, carried unanimously, that the 1968-69 budget in the 
amount of $205, 660 be approved. 

CALIFORNIA LAW ENFORCEMENT RECRUITMENT PROJECT 

Mr. Toothman reported on the California Law Enforcement Recruitment 
Project. He distributed to each Commissioner a resume of the project 
objectives and stated we are meeting the project timetable for the first 
quarter. The Project's Advisory Committee members were discussed 
and the Commission suggested that additional members be considered. 
Mr. Toothman displayed a map showing the distribution of police personnel 
by agency throughout the State. Some of the more interesting statistics 
revealed, for example, that approximately 25,000 officers are employed 
by the 54 police agencies who employ 100 or more officers. Percentage­
wise this indicates that approximately 75% of the 33,000 peace officers in 
California, including the Highway Patrol, are employed by only 13% of the 
total number of the 397 police agencies. 114 out of 397 police agencies 
hired 10 men or less. 19 northern counties employ only 709 peace officers 
of which 237 are police officers and 472 are deputy sheriffs. Within these 
19 northern counties, the average police department numbers 8 officers 
and the average sheriff's department 25 officers. Chairman McCann 
expressed appreciation for the fine progress Mr. Toothman is making. He 
offered the personal assistance of individual Commissioners in ironing 
out local recruitment problems. 

DISTRICT ATTORNEY INVESTIGATORS 

Mr. Leo B. Marks and Mr. Douglas H. Logan, both of the Santa Clara 
County District Attorney's Office, were introduced. They requested that the 
Commission include employees of district attorney offices 1 among those 
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eligible to receive the Commission's certificates. Mr. Marks spoke in 
behalf of the California District Attorney Investigators Association and 
stated the principal objective of his Association is to improve the 
competency of District Attorney Investigators. Mr. Logan spoke on 
behalf of the 'Santa Clara District Attorney's Office. Both stressed 
that reimbursement for training would not be requested at this time­
only certification. They stated that each district attorney's office has 
its own training program and in general training was described as 
inadequate. It was brought up that many people who work in district 
attorney offices have certificates obtained from POST while they were 
police officers, deputy sheriffs or members of the California Highway 
Patrol. 

MOTION by Commissioner Seares, seconded by Commissioner 
Kelsay, carried unanimously, that the matter of certification of 
district attorney investigators be referred to the staff for 
recommendations. 

PROPOSED CHANGES- COMMISSION REGULATIONS & SPECIFICATIONS 

The Commissioners discussed the proposed Specifications and Regulations 
in depth for approximately 3 hours. As a result of the motions, direction 
from the Chair, and mutual agreement among the Commissioners, the 
Regulations and Specifications to be presented at the hearings are revised 
and set forth as Attachment "B "· 

STATEWIDE HEARINGS 

The following locations and dates were selected for the 1968 hearings: 

a. February 14, 1968 Sacramento 

b. February 29, 1968 Los Angeles 

In the event it is necessary, hearings will extend into a second day. 

ELECTION OF OFFICERS FOR 1968 

MOTION by Commissioner Kelsay, seconded by Commissioner 
Fabbri, carried unanimously, that William J. McCann be 
re-elected Chairman and Thomas Reddin be re-elected Vice 
Chairman of the Commission for 1968. 

It was pointed out that Commissioner McCann did not serve as Chairman 
for a full term of office . 
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MISCELLANEOUS REPORTS 

-
Commissioner Seares had requested that the job specifications for police 
consultants be made available at this meeting. The executive officer 
advised that it had not been practical to prepare job specifications due 
to budget hearings which have a bearing on the types of positions allowed, 
He requested that the staff be permitted to prepare the specifications 
after a budget is approved, He also advised that after budget approval 
.it would also be appropriate to meet with the sub-committee appointed to 
recommend policy in the use of the consulting service, 

DATE AND LOCATION OF NEXT MEETING 

It was decided that the next meeting of the Commission would be March 28, 
1968 in the Los Angeles area.

The meeting was adjourned at 6:20 p.m.
