AMENDMENT AND CLARIFICATION OF MODEL RESPIRATORY 




PROTECTION PROGRAM 

The purpose of this bulletin is to clarify some issues regarding compliance with Cal/OSHA Regulation 5144, and to call attention to wording changes made to the POST Model Respiratory Protection Program for Law Enforcement, updated May 2004. The updated publication is available at

POST agencies that follow this model program to develop and implement a written respiratory-protection program will be in full compliance with Cal/OSHA Regulation 5144. For the complete text, refer to the California Code of Regulations, Title 8, Division 1, Chapter 4-7-16-107-5144.

To further clarify the requirements for this program, the following language changes have been made:

Page 8, paragraph 4 clarifies instructor supervised training must take place in conjunction with the use of the POST training video prior to fit-test procedures.

Page 8, Section X, paragraph 5 clarifies the responsibility of notifying the users of any special decontamination procedures for a particular incident rests with the HAZMAT incident commander or officer in charge.

Page 10, Section XI clarifies the specific areas that must be reviewed by the Program Administrator.

Page 10, Section XII, paragraph 4 clarifies records maintenance issues.

The POST training video will be available after June 2004 and will be distributed to all POST law enforcement agencies.
