NEW LINE-UP TRAINING PROGRAM
A  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1POST-developed workshop will train first-line supervisors to implement the new DVD-based Line-Up Training Program. First-line supervisors, typically the rank of sergeant, serve as the majority of instructors in line-up (roll call) training settings. The 16-hour workshop will provide an understanding of the training program, facilitation techniques, sample group interaction methods, techniques for engaging officers in training, and the importance of adhering to local agency policy and procedure.

Available statewide, the workshop will be certified as a Plan IV course. Workshop participants will receive 16 hours of continuing professional training (CPT) credit. Agencies interested in participating in the supervisors’ workshop should contact coordinators Robert Ziglar or

First-line supervisors who complete the workshop will be eligible to teach the new Line-Up Training Program in small group settings via interactive digital videodisc (DVD) technology. Led by the first-line supervisor, the interactive discussions are designed around job-related scenarios that engage veteran officers in practical problem-solving exercises based on agency policy. Training topics include officer safety, enforcement of the law, evidence seizure, tactical response, use of force, and ethical decision-making. Agency officers who attend the in-house training sessions may earn up to 20 hours of CPT credit.
