BACKFILL REIMBURSEMENT SUSPENDED
At its December 13, 2001 meeting, the Commission authorized the Executive Director to impose proposed cost containment options, as needed, to balance the Fiscal Year 2001-02 Budget.  As some of these cost cutting measures had provided sufficient savings, it was previously unnecessary to implement any reimbursement reduction options.  However, reimbursements through March 31, 2002 have risen significantly, and POST finds itself in the unenviable position of having to implement additional cost saving options in order to ensure we come in under budget.

Therefore, effective immediately for courses commencing on or after May 15, 2002 and continuing through June 30, 2002, agencies will not receive backfill reimbursement.   Backfill reimbursement will not be retroactively approved for the May 15 - June 30 dates.  Courses commencing on or after July 1, 2002, will once again be eligible for backfill reimbursement, provided sufficient funds are approved in the Fiscal Year 2002-2003 Budget. Lastly, I would like to thank those chiefs and sheriffs who responded to my November 15, 2001, letter requesting that officers and dispatchers receive training within their region when possible.  I urge you to continue this practice to the extent possible while still achieving your training goals.
